Every map is divided by the book creaseBy Linda HThe 
medium/small size and light weight of this atlas make it portable and easy to carry with me for study. The maps are all 
two page spreads, so the center of each map disappears into the crease of the book, it's distracting and hard to get used 
to. This is becoming less an issue now that the pages are relaxing and are more able to lay flat, but it's not ideal. Most 
of the maps are regional maps, so you get a close-up, for example, of several US states, or a section of a country or 
several small countries. It's not very useful for being able to see where nations/states are in relation to each other, so I 
don't think it's the best for learning exactly where in the world places are located, but the regional maps are fairly
