The
combination of maps and indexes are designed to aid researchers of American history or genealogy to explore frontier
neighborhoods, examine family migrations, locate hard-to-find cemeteries and towns, as well aslocate land based on
legal descriptions found in old documents or deeds. The patent-maps are essentially plat maps but instead of depicting
owners for a particular year, these maps show origina landowners, no matter when the transfer from the federal
government was completed. Dates of patents typically begin near the time of statehood and run into the early 1900s.
